Operations Groups

Staff participated in a four-day workshop on March 16-19 at the Water Quality Laboratory to assess and prioritize
Metropolitan’s actions in response to the golden mussel infestation in the SWP. Workshop objectives included assessing
control and mitigation measures, reviewing planned CIP efforts, and developing prioritized near- and long-term O&M
activities. Workshop participants included staff from Operations, Engineering, External Affairs, and Safety, Regulatory and
Training; external subject matter experts in invasive mussel mitigation; and California Department of Water Resources staff
who provided an overview of control measures within the SWP.

» Metropolitan will not commence eminent domain proceedings to
acquire the site for Pure Water for 10 years

» LIT Reliance will not challenge any aspect of Pure Water at any
time in the future; so long as there is no significant change to the
Pure Water project within 250 feet of the property
